NEW FOR 2010!! 
January 1, 2010:  The Municipality is currently going through the tender process for all waste collection. Any changes to waste 

collection due to new contractors will be made available prior to the July 1, 2010 start date. The attached schedule is effective 

until the end of June 2010. All waste bags or containers (garbage, recycling, and compost) will be placed at your curb or roadside 

the same day each week unless affected by a Statutory Holiday . Waste Collection (garbage, recycling and compost) is not col-

lected on Statutory Holidays, collection that would normally take place on and after the holiday will be collected the following 

day. Garbage and Composting will continue to be collected weekly, while Recycling will continue to be collected bi-weekly. 

Continually check your Waste Schedule to determine the correct day for your waste collection. PLEASE  REMEMBER TO 

HAVE ALL WASTE  BAGS OR CONTAINERS PLACED AT YOUR CURB OR ROADSIDE BY 7:00 A.M.

For residents in the urban Meaford area, household compost collection will be on either Wednesdays or Thursdays, depend-

ing on your location, as identified in the attached Map and Schedule pages. These collection dates may be affected due to 

Statutory Holidays. 

Please place your compost in a sealed bio-degradable/compostable bag at the end of your laneway by 7:00 a.m.  All residents 

of the Municipality of Meaford may drop off compostable material at the collection depot located at 87 Stewart St. 

 

Compostable material includes: fruits, vegetables, meats, bones, shell fish, poultry, dairy products, eggs including egg shells, 

cooked foods and leftovers, coffee grounds, tea bags,  paper hand towels, and facial tissue. 

COMPOST COLLECTION 

LEAF AND YARD WASTE 
Leaf and Yard Waste can be dropped off at the facility located at the Operations Centre, #157859, 7th Line. 

Hours of operation for 2010 will be posted on the municipal web site and at the facility (subject to change during seasons). 

Accepted materials include: leaves, grass, weeds, sawdust, woodchips, plants, small shrubs, brush and branches (up to 6 inch 

diameter)  Stumps will not be accepted. 

SOLID WASTE COLLECTION 
Please see the attached Map and Schedule for your Solid Waste Collection Day.  Please Note that only household type garbage 

will be accepted for curbside collection. 

      COLLECTION INFORMATION  
Each residence (owner or tenant) and business owner is allowed to place a MAXIMUM of TWO (2)  bags of garbage not ex-

ceeding 18 kg (40 lbs) at the roadside in front of their premises for regular pick up with garbage bag tag affixed. ALL BAGS 

PLACED OUT FOR PICKUP MUST HAVE A MUNICIPALITY OF MEAFORD BAG TAG AFFIXED that is clearly 

visible. The contractor has been instructed NOT to pick up any bag(s) without bag tags affixed and clearly visible to the col-

lector.  A list of current Bag Tag Vendors ($2.00 per tag) is available at www.meaford.ca 

 

The contractor will not pick up more than TWO (2) bags from each residence or business as there is a two bag limit per week, 

in accordance with Municipal By-law Standards. 

SPECIAL WASTE MANAGEMENT DAYS 
Household Hazardous Waste Days for 2010: The City of Owen Sound will be hosting Household Hazardous Waste Days and 

will be including the residents of the Municipality of Meaford. The location is the Owen Sound Public Works Division  

Facility, 1900 - 20th Street East. Hours of  operation are 9:00 a.m. to 3:00 p.m.  

Dates are as follows: 

April 10, 2010  May 1, 2010  June 5, 2010  July 10, 2010 August 7, 2010     September 11, 2010  

October  2, 2010 and October 16, 2010 

 

Curbside Swap Days: Generally takes place during the long weekend in May.  Place reusable, unwanted items at your curb or 

roadside for anyone to pick up. Please check your local newspaper or web site for more information. 

 

Christmas Tree Disposal: Please take your Christmas trees to the upper parking lot at the Meaford and St. Vincent Community 

Centre, or the Sydenham Depot prior to January 31, 2010.

PAPER FIBRES: 

 

HOUSEHOLD PAPER 

Includes mail, computer paper, white & coloured 

paper and envelopes 

Do Not Include: soiled papers, waxed or foil  

coated paper, paper towel & tissues. 

 

NEWSPAPERS AND TELEPHONE BOOKS 

Includes newspaper, inserts and flyers. 

 

MAGAZINES, CATALOGUES AND BOOKS  

Includes magazines, catalogues, paper back books and  

hardcover books (hard covers must be removed and can  

be placed with your boxboard). 

 

BOXBOARD 

Includes cereal, tissue, detergent, paper egg cartons, toilet 

paper and towel tubes, cracker and shoe boxes, coffee  

cups, milk and juice cartons.  

Please flatten and remove liners and plastic windows. 

Do Not Include:  wine boxes, waxed or foil  

coated containers (from frozen foods, take-out containers) 

 

CORRUGATED CARDBOARD BOXES 

For Rural Meaford ONLY. Please flatten and tie in  

bundles no larger than  24ò X 18ò X 8ò. Please remove 

food residue and liners from pizza boxes.  

     Do Not include: waxed cardboard boxes 

CONTAINERS: 

 

GLASS BOTTLES AND JARS 

Rinse off food residue. Labels are permitted. Remove 

and include lids. 

Do Not Include: light bulbs, window glass, drinking 

glasses and ceramics (plates, mugs, etc.) 

 

FOOD AND BEVERAGE CANS 

Rinse off food residue. Labels are permitted. Place lids 

inside. 

 

PAINT CANS 

EMPTY   paint cans acceptedðPlease remove and  

include lids. Empty aerosol cans are accepted. 

 

ALUMINUM FOIL CONTAINERS AND FOIL  

Includes pie plates, baking pans and foil take-out 

containers. Rinse off food residue. Please flatten. 

 

PLASTIC BOTTLES, JUGS, TUBS AND LIDS  

MARKED:    Containers marked 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 7 will be  

accepted. Please rinse off residue and flatten. 

Do Not Include: Plastic items such as childrenôs toys, 

plastic clam shell packaging (used for baked goods),  

plastic bags and film plastics, meat, cheese, or snack  

wrappers, flower pots, styrofoam (all types), unmarked  

bottles and jugs, TV dinner trays, motor oil containers  

and plastic jugs over 4L (1 Gal.)
